Election week!!! 
In Reading…
     We are now meeting regularly as guided reading groups. We are 
focusing on talking about books. This means that not only are the 
students able to recall information they have just read or read before, 
they are able to use what they know and make inferences about things 
that are not said in the text. 
**Please ask your child questions when you read with them. This 
helps students with comprehension and gives them a self-check to 
ensure that they are thinking about what they are reading. **
     Students will continue to use the Daily 5 framework when they 
are not meeting in a guided reading group. The Daily 5 framework 
consists of 5 different activities: Read to Self, Read to Someone, 
Listen to Reading (on the laptops), Working on Writing (describe an 
important event, summary, letter to a character, make a connection) 
and Word Work (discovering meanings of new words). 
   

In Math…
We are continuing on in Everyday Mathematics. We 
are continuing to work on our division facts as well 
as learning about how to break up larger division 
problems.
 
We are stressing place value and the relationship 
between multiplication and division in order to better 
help our students understand the different components 
of long division.
 
We are also stressing the importance of taking your 
time, and trying to think through the problems and the 
steps involved.
